Attendance Requirements
WBUonline
Students are expected to participate in all required instructional activities in their courses. Online courses are no different in this regard; however, participation must be defined in a different manner. Any student who has not actively participated in an online class prior to the census date for any given session is considered a “no-show” and will be administratively withdrawn from the class without record. To be counted as actively participating, it is not sufficient to log in and view the course. The student must be submitting work as described in the course syllabus. Additional attendance and participation policies for each course, as defined by the instructor in the course syllabus, are considered a part of the university’s attendance policy.

Student Grade Appeals

Additional Information
1. Because this is a 100% online course and all materials are available online during posted availability dates, all due dates will be firm. I will allow “late” work, up to 3 calendar days late (except for the Final Exam, which is due on the last day of class).  Any work submitted within this 3-day “late” window can receive up to 70% of the original point value.  I cannot give extensions beyond this 3-day window, except in case of documented emergency (hospitalization, military deployment/TDY, etc.).  This policy is in place in order to be fair to all students enrolled in the course.

2. Every graded assignment must be turned in through the BlackBoard portal. I do not accept any homework or discussion board assignments through email.

3. All due dates/times are based on Central Daylight Savings Time (CDST).  All graded work will be due at 11:59 p.m. on the respective due date – and no late work will be accepted beyond the 3-day “late” window.  If you live outside of the central time zone, please adjust the Course Planner accordingly so you won’t miss any due dates/times.  Also, cut-off times for assignments are based on BlackBoard’s clock – not necessarily your computer’s clock, so please be aware of these deadlines.
