Grading Criteria:
1. Weeks 1-2 Literature Review and Testable Hypotheses = 100 points
1. Weeks 3- Research Instrument = 50 points
1. 4 Research Methodology (Population/Sample, Operationalize Variables, Data Collection Process Description and survey= 100 points
1. Week 5 Collect data (Excel spreadsheet due) = 50
1. Weeks 6- Results Section= 100 points
1. Week 7 Final Paper with conclusions = 200 points
1. Week 8 – Reflection questions = 20 points

Late Policy
Unless there are special circumstances as noted below, all work (including Discussion Board assignments and any other graded assignment) must be submitted by the due date. 
· Assignments submitted within one week after the due date will receive a 10% deduction.
· Assignments submitted more than one week and less than 2 weeks late will receive a 20% deduction.
· Assignments submitted two weeks late or after the final date of the course will not be accepted.
Special circumstances (e.g. death in the family, personal health issues) will be reviewed by the instructor on a case-by-case basis.  To be considered for an exemption to the policy, students must contact the professor in advance of the due date.
The University has a standard grade scale:

A grade of “incomplete” is changed if the work required is completed prior to the last day of the next long 16-week term or 8-week session, unless the instructor designates an earlier date for completion.  If the work is not completed by the appropriate date, the I is converted to an F.

Student Grade Appeals
: Students shall have protection through orderly procedures against prejudices or capricious academic evaluation. A student who believes that he or she has not been held to realistic academic standards, just evaluation procedures, or appropriate grading, may appeal the final grade given in the course by using the student grade appeal process described in the Academic Catalog.
