[bookmark: When_a_student_submits_oral_or_written_w]When a student submits oral or written work for credit that includes the words, ideas, or data of others, the source of that informa7on must be acknowledged through complete, accurate, and speciﬁc references, and, if verbatim statements are included, through use of quotation marks as well. By placing one’s name on work submitted for credit, the student certiﬁes the originality of all work not otherwise identiﬁed by appropriate acknowledgements. A student will avoid being charged with plagiarism if there is an acknowledgement of indebtedness. Examples include:
