A written reflective analysis paper will be expected for each experience that follows the criteria in the assignment. Please note: Credit for this course is contingent on the completion of all required field experience hours. 
  
A Field-Based Experience Documentation Form must be submitted at the end of the term verifying the required minimum of 8 hours and follow the essay criterion with a clear description of the specific types of interactive experiences completed. If a student misses the scheduled field experience, they will be responsible for making this time up by contacting the school principal and scheduling a date/time to “make up” the time they missed.  You must notify me of this make-up date/time. 
G. Midterm Exam: (100 pts.)-The midterm exam will cover readings & lectures from chapters 1-6 of the course.  The midterm exam will be a multiple choice and short answer format.  
H. Final Exam: (100 pts.) -The final exam will cover reading & lectures from chapters 7-13 of the course.  The final exam will be in a multiple choice and short answer format.
