1. Students will complete all assigned readings promptly. This course is designed to be completed with assignments due each week. Weekly reading and questions are required. Students are required to respond in an appropriate professional manner. There will be no tolerance for inappropriate responses including, but not limited to, vulgar or inappropriate language, name-calling, or demonstrations of anger. Class assignments must be completed at the appointed time and will not be accepted late without permission.
2. Students will prepare written assignments over the chapters and research project. 
3. Students will participate in field experiences in this course (minimum 6 hrs.). A reflection (1 page per entry on field experience form) and PowerPoint (minimum 10 slides) are required. 
4. Students will write a 8-10 page Graduate Research Paper over any topic in the textbook.  A minimum of 6 sources will be used.  A rubric will be provided in BlackBoard.
5. Students will complete a Midterm and Final examinations. 

The University has a standard grade scale:
A = 90-100, B = 80-89, C = 70-79, D = 60-69, F= below 60, W = Withdrawal, WP = withdrew passing, WF = withdrew failing, I = incomplete. An incomplete may be given within the last two weeks of a long term, within the last week of an 8-week session, or within the last two days of a microterm to a student who is passing, but has not completed a term paper, examination, or other required work for reasons beyond the student’s control. A grade of “incomplete” is changed if the work required is completed prior to the last day of the next long 16-week term or 8-week session, unless the instructor designates an earlier date for completion.  If the work is not completed by the appropriate date, the I is converted to an F.
