Advanced standing

REQUIRED TEXTBOOK AND RESOURCE MATERIAL:

Bullock, Goggin, and Weinberg. The Norton Field Guide to Writing, Fifth Edition with Handbook.
(NOTE) This course uses Inclusive Access, which means an electronic copy of the textbook and
other supplemental materials are billed for the course as part of your tuition and fees for a
reduced price. The textbook will be available to you beginning on the first day of class. The
bookstore will send additional information about Inclusive Access and opting out during the
first week of class.
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Wayland Baptist University has partnered with VitalSource to bring Inclusive Access, which is a
digital copy of the required textbook available on Blackboard day one of class. The prices are
very competitive with the market and in most cases below standard cost. Once you access the
textbook, you will be asked if you would like to opt-out. If you choose NOT to use this version,
you MUST opt-out or you will be charged and refunds are not available. The price of the
textbook will be billed to your student account. To check the price of the textbook, please
locate your required course material at The Wayland Bookstore.

In addition to the textbook, you will also need access to Blackboard and WBU e-mail; access to
a computer with internet are also required for successful completion of the course; a jump
drive or some other form of external or cloud-based storage.

COURSE OUTCOMES AND COMPETENCIES:
Upon the conclusion of this course, students actively engaged in learning will be able to:
1. Apply standard rules and conventions of the English language to written expressions.
2. Summarize the steps and components of the writing process.
3. Compose academic, nonfiction essays or responses in different rhetorical modes or
styles.
4. Demonstrate basic college-level research skills.
5. Employ active reading strategies.
The more the student puts into the course, the higher his or her outcome competencies will be.

ATTENDANCE REQUIREMENTS:

As stated in the Wayland Catalog, students enrolled at one of the University’s external
campuses should make every effort to attend all class meetings. All absences must be explained
to the instructor, who will then determine whether the omitted work may be made up. When a
student reaches that number of absences considered by the instructor to be excessive, the
instructor will so advise the student and file an unsatisfactory progress report with the campus
executive director.

**Because this is an online course and because we will not regularly meet synchronously, your
attendance for the course is largely dependent on your contribution to the discussion board’s
topics and other participation grades. In keeping with the on-site attendance policy, failure to
provide a full response for at least 75% of the discussion topics will result in an F for the
course.**

EXPECTATIONS, COMMUNICATION, & OTHER INFORMATION:

While the nature of an online course allows students to work at their own pace, you are
expected to keep up with the course materials weekly. Please note, this is not a self-paced
course. This means that you should keep up with the readings and assignments posted each
week, and you are responsible for turning in any assignments by the posted due date. Students
who get behind in the weekly requirements will likely not do well in the course. Remember,
also, that your attendance for the course is measured by your participation in the discussion
board. Announcements and important information will be posted on the Blackboard site. Be
sure to check the site often. Additional information may be sent to your WBU emails, so make
sure you’ve set up a WBU email and are checking it often. Always feel free to email me if you
are concerned about the course or your progress. | am available to help you, provide resources,
and give direction—but | cannot help you if | do not know you’re struggling.

In an effort to accommodate the schedules and preferences of online students, all major
assignments are due on Sundays. However, although the HW assignments and major
assignments are due on Sunday, this does not mean you should wait until the end of the week
to think about them, particularly if you need help from me. | am happy to answer questions
about assignments; however, please note that while | typically answer email within 24 hours M-
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F,  am not always as tied to a computer on the weekends. This means if you need help with an
assignment, you’ll need to get in touch with me by Thursday or Friday. | also strongly
recommend you use Multidisciplinary Tutorial Services (formerly the Writing Center). There’s a
link available in our Blackboard course. Be aware, too, that using the Multidisciplinary Tutorial
Services resources likewise requires that you plan ahead for your assignments and your
assignment questions. A successful student likely does not wait until Sunday night to begin the
week’s work.

If ever you have a major life event that will affect your participation in the course, it’s
imperative that you communicate with me as soon as possible. | try to work with students as
best as | can, but | can be more flexible and gracious if you tell me in advance rather than after
the fact. In an online course, communication is key. As | mention above, | cannot help you if | do
not know you’re struggling. That said, like most of my students, | realize you probably work full
time, have a family, and juggle other courses and commitments. ENGL1301 is a reading- and
writing-intensive course, so be prepared to write weekly. If life’s current restraints mean you
cannot fully concentrate on the course’s requirements, then you might consider taking the course
at another point in your studies.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS and GRADING CRITERIA:

More specific descriptions of the course requirements will be made available in course modules
on the WBU Blackboard site: WBU Blackboard. However, the assignments and weights are
posted below.

Freewriting and Discussion Boards (15%):
Throughout the term, students will complete weekly freewriting assignments, discussion

boards, and other writing activities on a variety of topics or prompts. All freewriting, discussion
boards, and writing activities will take place in Blackboard. Students ought to check Blackboard
regularly and complete all assignments in order to meet the criteria for this category.

Quizzes (15%):
Students will be responsible for the reading and assigned quiz material. Quizzes over the
reading material covered will take pace in Blackboard.

Major Assignments (60%):

Students will have three major writing assignments over the course of the term. All writing
assignments must be typed and submitted electronically to Blackboard in either Microsoft
Word or PDF format. All major writing assignments are due to Blackboard by no later than
11:59 p.m. Central on the date indicated on the syllabus. See Blackboard for additional
assignment information.

Essay #1: Memoir (20%):
Students will prepare a short essay (800-1,200 words) that uses the memoir genre. Topic
choices available in assignment description on Blackboard.
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Essay #2: Rhetorical Analysis (20%):
Students will write a short (750-900 words) rhetorical analysis. Topic choices available in
assignment description on Blackboard.

Essay #3: Proposal (20%):

Students will identify a problem in their community and research the issue thoroughly to come
up with plausible solutions or recommendations for the problem. The proposal (1,000-1,200
words) should include at least 4 credible sources. Topic choice at the student’s discretion.

Final Exam (10%):

The final exam will be completed in Blackboard via InQuizitive. InQuizitive is an adaptive
learning tool that gives you a personalized learning experience and helps you retain key
concepts. The final exam is available beginning the first day of class and is due during the final
exam time indicated on the syllabus.

Grade Appeal Statement: “Students shall have protection through orderly procedures against
prejudices or capricious academic evaluation.
