Reading assignments: Reading assignments are designed to assist you in gaining the knowledge you need to address the discussion topic of the week and module assignments.

Module Assignments: These are a significant portion of your grade.  They represent a quarter of your grade and you should devote ample time towards them.  They should be written in APA format and 1-2 pages in length.

Blackboard Discussion (20%):  Each student must post by Tuesday of each week addressing the topics listed above.  If more than one topic is posted, you must address both in separate postings and list them as #1 or #2.  Each posting is required to have at least 1 reference to support the posting (book or research article)
Each student is expected to respond to at least two student’s postings with well-constructed critiques or comments.  Please use references.  Responses should be completed NLT Sunday

You may jump ahead on postings, but please do not get too far ahead of the class.

This is a significant component of your grade so please put the time and effort in
Week 3 Statement of Philosophy group work (10% 5% team/5% individual):  Once a leader and recorder have been chosen, please solve the following issue.


Develop a statement of philosophy for your current clinical group.  It must address all elements and be a minimum of 250 words in its final form (written by the recorder only) and posted on the discussion board as the last entry.
Rules:  You may only provide input once…until everyone has replied the first time.


You may only reply a second time after everyone has responded once


You may only respond a third time after everyone has responded a second time


Etc….until you have all decided on the final submission.

Exceptions to the rules:  Leader may respond and prompt others as often as needed




    Scribe is not required to post AFTER he/she has been selected

You will receive a team grade as well as a grade for individual contribution.  Everyone will get the same team grade.  Leader will be graded on leadership effectiveness as part of individual grade.  Scribe will be graded on grammar, spelling, sentence structure, and punctuation as part of their individual grade.

Innovative Teaching paper (15%):  Each student will develop a comprehensive innovative teaching paper on an approved subject. Dues Thursday week 7
· No longer than 10 pages in length.  I will not grade any pages past 10

· APA format

· Students may work in pairs ONLY if they work at the same institution and will be able to implement project together.

· Due Thursday of week 7

· Must address the following:

· Assessment

· Defining options

· Planning

· Gaining support

· Preparing for innovation

· Implementation plan

Final Project 20%): Each student will develop a comprehensive one hour presentation on an approved subject.  

· Students may work in pairs ONLY if they will be able to present the presentation together.

· Presentation should be 1 hour in length

· Subject must be on how technology can assist us in an area of nursing.  (example:  Electronic health records and documentation)

· Must utilize technology in the delivery of presentation

· Must create a concept map to represent your presentation theme(s)

· Due Thursday week 9

Critique of electronic technology (10%):  Each student will be assigned one project from the previous week to critique using the following criteria.  Due Thursday week 10
1. Relevance to nursing  (1-20)

2. Use of technology (1-10)

3. Innovation (1-20)

4. Ease of understanding (1-20)

5. Overall presentation (1-30)

Each score will reflect a reason why the score was given (IE: Innovation was scored a 5 because the only “innovation” used was basic power point) or (Relevance was scored a 20 because this subject is cutting edge and at the forefront of nursing education today).
Student’s grade will be reflected by the integrity of the grading (IE: did you justify your grading accurately).
·  Students are responsible for all work assigned.  Late work will be downgraded 5 points per day.  It is expected that students requiring additional guidance will ask for help before the due date and far enough in advance to be able to complete the assignment.

· Office hours are by request.  We may use Skype, email, or phone calls to communicate
