Course Outcome Competencies:  Students will:
1.   Describe the origin and development of the Baptist movement, including important persons, events, and institutions.

2.   Analyze the history of Baptists in America within the broader context of the Baptist movement.

3.   Identify and discuss historic emphases in Baptist theology and ecclesiology.

4.   Explain the contributions of Baptists to western history.

Course Requirements 
· Reading Reports on Primary Sources: I will assign ten primary sources pertaining to Baptist history found in Brackney’s Baptist Life and Thought.  The student will prepare eight reading reports on these primary sources.  The reading reports need to include a summary of the contents and an analysis of the individuals related to the primary source, such as the author or recipient of the document, the historical context of the document and the significance of the document for the understanding of church history. Each report should be 2 to 3 pages in length.  Further information can be found on blackboard.
· Discussion Board:  Class members will participate in weekly discussion board topics supplied by the instructor.  

· Book Review:  Class members will prepare a book review from a list of books provided by the instructor.  The book review will be 5 to 6 pages in length and will include an analysis of the book’s contents and a critique of the book.  The approved list will be found on blackboard.
· Research Paper:  Students will prepare a 12-15 page research paper over a topic in Baptist history approved by the instructor.  The paper must adhere to the guidelines published by Wayland’s School of Religion and Philosophy, available at http://www.wbu.edu/academics/schools/religion_and_philosophy/student_help/documents/Digest.pdf.  A list of approved topics will be included in blackboard.
Attendance

· Roll will be checked each class meeting.

· The Division's "no cut" policy allows no unexcused absences.

· No student missing more than 25% of the class meetings (including both excused and unexcused absences) can pass the course.  Students who need to leave class early must get approval from the professor in advance.
Attendance - External Campuses

· Students enrolled at one of the university's external campuses should make every effort to attend all class meetings.
