COURSE EVALUATION AND GRADING
Quizzes

There will be written quizzes on a regular basis.  The quizzes will cover the material being studied and will be posted on Blackboard.  The quizzes will vary between VHL Central and quizzes that I post  
Oral Quizzes

Each student will have an oral quiz after each chapter and there will also be an oral final exam.  If you are on the Plainview campus, we will attempt to meet in my office; otherwise, we will try and do the oral exam through Face Time or another platform. The questions will be handed out prior to the quiz and exam.  The student will speak with the professor for approximately 7-10 minutes.  The format and rubric will be handed out prior to each quiz or exam. The oral quizzes will be done at a time that is convenient for the student. 

Homework / Workbook / Texbook 
There will be daily / weekly homework based on the material being studied in class.  The homework will consist of practicing the vocabulary and grammatical structures we are learning in class.  All of the assignments will be posted by Monday morning and will be due by Saturday at 11:59pm CDT.  Please type out all assignments provided by the professor on MS Word. Finally, part of the homework will be on the Discussion Board.  I will post assignments for you to discuss in Spanish with your classmates on a weekly basis.  These discussions will all be in Spanish and will be graded according to how well you do and how many times you post. You will be asked to post at least 7 times to receive full credit for this grade. 
Compositions
Writing is an excellent method for reinforcement and learning of language concepts that we will be studying.  Therefore, you will write compositions using the verbs, grammar and vocabulary acquired on a regular basis. Any written compositions that show evidence that the student used online translators, native speakers or did not do the work by themselves will not be receive credit.  
PRIVATE 
Exams
There will be a written and oral final exam covering all of the material studied in class, all notes, handouts and the material in the book. The final exams will be conducted during the last week of classes. The written final will be due no later than May 15 at midnight. 
*No student may take exams early.
*Examinations will not be given in advance of the scheduled hours…Students should make transportation arrangements which will allow them to meet the examination schedule.  (Academic Catalog) 

NO EXCEPTIONS! Make plans now to be in attendance at the final exam!
Participation/Preparation
By the very nature of the course, it is obvious that the students must do the readings and prepare the assignments and hand them in on time. Therefore, you will receive a grade of 0 for this component on any week that you do not send your assignments in on time. There will be NO MAKE-UPS!!!! for any assignments.    Again, NO MAKE-UPS!!! Please do not ask me to make an exception for you.  You will know the answer.  Please feel free to email or call me when you happen to have some difficulties or emergencies that will prevent you from handing in your assignments on time so we can work them out. 
ANY ASSIGNMENT NOT TURNED IN BY THE DUE DATE OR TIME REQUESTED WILL BE CONSIDERED LATE AND WILL RECEIVE A GRADE OF 0; HOWEVER, YOU MAY TURN IT IN FOR ME TO CORRECT IT FOR YOU.       

In order to allow for an occasional bad day, one grade from the homework component and one grade for the written quiz component will be dropped at the end of the semester.
