Attendance Requirements

WBUonline

Students are expected to participate in all required instructional activities in their courses. Online
courses are no different in this regard; however, participation must be defined in a different manner.

Any student who has not actively
participated in an online class prior to the census date for any given session is considered a “no-show”
and will be administratively withdrawn from the class without record. To be counted as actively
participating, it is not sufficient to log in and view the course. The student must be submitting work as
described in the course syllabus. Additional attendance and participation policies for each course, as
defined by the instructor in the course syllabus, are considered a part of the university’s attendance
policy.

Course Requirements and Grading Criteria

Student Info Questionnaire (10 points)

Each student will complete a questionnaire on Blackboard, providing Dr. Crowe with a short list of
necessary information. This questionnaire also serves as the student’s agreement to abide by the course
syllabus. This assignment is due on Sunday, March 28, at 11:59 p.m. and is worth 10 points for
completion.

Primary Materials Analysis (40 points)

Each student will analyze documents and/or images throughout the course, as noted in the schedule.
These assignments can be found under the Weekly Analysis tab on Blackboard. After reading/viewing
the assignment, answer the questions provided for up to 10 points apiece. Analysis assighments are due
at 11:59 p.m., Central Time, on the Wednesdays assigned (see schedule below); they MUST be turned in
directly through Blackboard without using a link or attachment. | will accept late work, but will deduct 1
point for each 24 hours after the deadline.

Reading Quizzes (50 points)

Each student will take multiple choice quizzes on Blackboard for every chapter covered in the course.
These quizzes can be found in the Reading Quizzes folder on Blackboard, will be worth 10 points apiece,
will be open for 15 minutes each, and are due at 11:59 p.m., Central Time, on the scheduled Saturdays
(see schedule below). No late quizzes will be accepted for any reason. If a student has technical
difficulties with the quiz, he/she should contact Dr. Crowe immediately and BEFORE the due date.

New Deal Project (25 points)

Each student will pick an image related to one of the various New Deal programs from a website Dr.
Crowe has provided on Blackboard. Following further instructions appearing on Blackboard, each
student will then research his/her choice and create ONE PowerPoint slide to display the results. The
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slide is due via Blackboard assignment AND on the discussion board created for this purpose at 11:59
p.m., Central Time, on Wednesday, April 7. The second part of this project is the discussion that will
occur between Thursday, April 8, and Sunday, April 11, and cannot be turned in late.

Film Response Papers (25 points apiece; 50 points total)

At two different points in the term, students will watch a film Dr. Crowe will make available, and then
write and turn in a 500-750 word response paper (typed in 12 point font, double-spaced, with 1 inch
margins on each side) for the film. In these papers, students should explain how the film ties into the
class lecture, textbook assignments, analysis assignments, and personal thoughts and analysis. This
paper will be graded on grammar, clarity of writing, use of class materials, understanding of the film,
and personal reaction. These papers are due via Blackboard at 11:59 p.m. on the following dates:
Wednesday, April 14, and Wednesday, May 12. | will give 3 points extra credit for papers taken though
the Writing Center and deduct 5 points for each 24 hours that papers are submitted late. Students
should not use any sources other than the film itself, class materials, and his/her powers of critical
thinking. If you use words that are not your own, including wording from the film itself, without using
guotation marks, that is Academic Dishonesty.

Great Society Project (25 points)

Each student will pick an image related to one of the various Great Society programs from a list Dr.
Crowe has provided on Blackboard. Following further instructions appearing on Blackboard, each
student will then research his/her choice and create ONE PowerPoint slide to display the results. The
slide is due via Blackboard assignment AND on the discussion board created for this purpose at 11:59
p.m., Central Time, on Wednesday, May 5. The second part of this project is the discussion that will
occur between Thursday, May 6, and Sunday, May 9, and cannot be turned in late.

Exams (200 points; 100 points each)

Both the midterm and final exams will contain a combination of map and short answer; materials on the
exams will come from the textbook, lecture, projects, and analysis assignments. Students will have one
hour to complete each exam and may not use any outside materials: including, but not limited to, study
materials, the textbook, and web sources. The Midterm exam, covering Chapters 16-23, will be
available during Week 4, and will be due at 11:59 p.m., Central Time, on Saturday, April 17. The final
exam, covering Chapters 24-30, will be available during Week 8 and will be due at 11:59 p.m., Central
Time, on Saturday, May 15.
