Choose the components that you consider pertinent for others to know. 

· Write an 8 – 10 page research paper about 1 area of Special Education Law.
· You will only have 5 - 7 sources, which you must site it correctly throughout the paper.

You are to write a 1 page paper talking about what you have learned about Special Education Law in this class.  You can reference the videos you’ve watched and any court cases you were able to attend.  This must be submitted in order to pass t his class.
