METHODS OF INSTRUCTION: The delivery system for the course will consist of instruction on Blackboard. Note to Student:

The prime objective of this course is to write a three chapter research proposal. You will not conduct the entire project research in this course. Read the highlighted material below carefully.

1. Research Proposal: Prepare a proposed research report on a question of interest to you.  The instructor must approve the question.  The report will include:

i. Chapter 1: 
Statement of the Problem (Justify the need for the study based on a problem.)

The Purpose of the Study 

Hypothesis

Definition of Terms

Limitations of the Study

ii. Chapter 2: A Review of the Literature.
This is an exhaustive study and summary of research on the topic that should be put in sections with subtopics of each item discussed.

Citations must be thorough in this section. This is the bulk of your paper.
iii. Chapter 3: The Methodology with the target population(s) and the method of sampling, the materials and instrumentation, the research design and rationale, the method of data collection, and the data analysis. This is your plan for conducting the actual research. It must include:

Participants (Who are they?)

Instruments: ( Will you be using a survey or other methods?)

Procedures: (How will you process the data and what statistical procedures will be used if it is a quantitative study?)

Note: You are writing a research proposal that can be worked into a real study at a future date. Normally the proposal leads to a final project in which you actually collect data and do the study. We are however only writing the first three chapters that would be included in the normal 5 chapter complete study. This completion is normally done in another class. Also, remember that since this is a proposal, it would be largely written in future tense.  A complete research project would be written in past tense since it has already occurred.

Student Learning Outcomes:

2. Students will examine approaches to research including quantitative, qualitative, and mixed methods. 

3. Students will interpret and evaluate research to become successful readers and consumers of research.

4. Students should be able to determine and operationally define the basic aspects of the research process including identifying research problems; reviewing literature; specifying purposes for studies; collecting, analyzing, and interpreting data; and evaluating and reporting the results of a study.

5. Students will construct and implement short assignments to demonstrate the basic research skills.  

6. Students will demonstrate proficiency using APA format.
7. Students will write a three Chapter research proposal.
COURSE REQUIREMENTS AND COMPONENTS FOR THIS CLASS:  

Accepted style: APA
1. Introduction – Set the stage to introduce your research.

2. Research Proposal – Includes an introduction and the researcher’s approach where one explains the problem or area of study that interests the researcher.  Include why you believe the research is important and why people need to know the outcome or outcomes of this research. What would this benefit you at work?

3. Hypothesis –Is there an overshadowing question or phenomena that you would like to study?  What do you think the outcome of your study will be? 

4. Definition of Terms – Define any terms not known to the general public.
5. Review of the Literature – Exploring the body of literature that relates to your topic. That means finding scholarly information that pertains to your topic.  (12 sources – scholarly  journals or books )  
6. Methodology (Research Design) – Method purposed to go about gathering data and possible answers in regard to the hypothesis.  How are you going to conduct the study? Qualitative or Quantitative?  How will you gather data and analyze it? Will you use interviews, questionnaires, Likert scales, or surveys? Methodology is how the researcher treats the data (by following the scientific method) to come up with valid answers.  
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
