15.  Course Requirements and Grading Criteria:

Grades for the course will be based on the student’s performances on two exams, 6 weekly quizzes, and a course project. The course project will account for 20% of the student’s overall grade and consist of research and a paper (10 double-spaced type written pages, excluding spreadsheet printouts, charts, etc.) on estimating the demand function for money (M1).  More info on the course project will be provided during the term.  The course project is due the 10th week of class.  The weekly quizzes will account for 10% of the overall grade



The first exam will be given midway through the semester and will account for 30% of the overall grade.  The final exam will be given at the end of the semester and will account for 40% of the overall grade.  Both exams will consist of 50 to 100 true/false and multiple-choice questions and the final exam will be comprehensive.
Students shall have protection through orderly procedures against prejudices or capricious academic evaluation. A student who believes that he or she has not been held to realistic academic standards, just evaluation procedures, or appropriate grading, may appeal the final grade given in the course by using the student grade appeal process described in  the  Academic  Catalog.  Appeals  may  not  be  made  for  advanced  placement  examinations  or  course  bypass examinations. Appeals are limited to the final course grade, which may be upheld, raised, or lowered at any stage of the appeal process. Any recommendation to lower a course grade must be submitted through the Executive Vice President/Provost to the Faculty Assembly Grade Appeals Committee for review and approval.
