WBUonline 
Students are expected to participate in all required instructional activities in their courses. Course Requirements and Grading Criteria
This course will include reading assignments and weekly assignments from the text.  There will also be a mid-term and final exam.  The assignments will be 1/3 of your grade and the exams will be 2/3 of your grade.  Weekly assignments will be posted on Monday and the assignments will be due on Sunday before 11pm.  All times will be based on the central time zone. Late assignments will have points deducted for being late.  Exams will have a time limit and will not be accepted late.
The University has a standard grade scale:
A = 90-100, B = 80-89, C = 70-79, D = 60-69, F= below 60, W = Withdrawal, WP = withdrew passing, WF = withdrew failing, I = incomplete. An incomplete may be given within the last two weeks of a long term, within the last week of an 8-week session, or within the last two days of a microterm to a student who is passing, but has not completed a term paper, examination, or other required work for reasons beyond the student’s control. A grade of “incomplete” is changed if the work required is completed prior to the last day of the next long 16-week term or 8-week session, unless the instructor designates an earlier date for completion.  If the work is not completed by the appropriate date, the I is converted to an F.

Student Grade Appeals
: Students shall have protection through orderly procedures against prejudices or capricious academic evaluation.
