Common examples of plagiarism or academic dishonesty include the following:

• Paraphrasing the ideas presented in any source or oral discussion without appropriate citation. 
• Using the evidence and conclusions of any source as the controlling framework for one’s own paper. 
• Recycling work from a previous or current course, whether your own work or another student’s work. 
• Purchasing or otherwise downloading a paper from an internet website. 

In some writing assignments, you will be expected to incorporate scholarly sources into your document. ALL OF THE FOLLOWING must be met to constitute appropriate citation of any source: 
• Including APA parenthetical or note-style citation format as required by the instructor. 
• Placing borrowed text directly from another source within “quotation marks.” 
• Introducing clearly another author’s voice into the document by means of a signal phrase (an introduction of that author). 
• Offering, in short, a clear distinction between one’s own voice or ideas and those of any outside authors brought into the discussion.

Assignment Description
 Field Experience Reflection Papers: (6 @ 20 pts. each) (120 pts. total) 
You will engage in watching 6 different video observations to meet the Summer Field Experience requirement in an educational setting. An analytical and reflective paper will be written following the criteria in the assignment for each observation and then turned via Blackboard. 
Please note: You must submit your reflective analysis paper over your observation. NOTE: All essays will be written using the APA 7th ed. format including a cover sheet and a reference page if needed in a Word document. MUST be submitted at the end of the term to gain credit for the course.) 
Lesson Plans: Create 4 lesson plans using the edTPA template (4 @ 100pts. - 400 pts) 
· edTPA Lesson Plan: Planning to Support Varied Student Learning Needs The candidate uses knowledge of his/her students to target support for students' literacy learning. The candidate plans to support students in relation to students' characteristics. This includes using the candidate's understanding of students to develop, choose, or adapt instructional strategies, learning tasks, and materials.
· edTPA Lesson Plan: Planning Assessments to Monitor and Support Student Learning The formal and informal assessments were selected or designed to monitor students' use of the essential literacy strategy to comprehend OR compose text and related skills. It also addresses required adaptations from IEPs or 504 plans. The array of assessments should provide evidence of students' use of the essential strategy and skills during the learning segment. 
· edTPA Lesson Plan: Learning Environment The type of learning environment that the candidate establishes and the degree to which it fosters positive and respectful interactions between the candidate and students, and among students. 
· edTPA Lesson Plan: Engaging Students in Learning The candidate actively engages students in integrating strategies and skills to comprehend OR compose text. The candidate provides video evidence of engaging students in meaningful tasks and discussions that develop their ability to integrate strategies and skills to comprehend or compose text.
Discussion Boards: Complete a brief quiz after each chapter (4 @ 20pts – 80 pts) 
Final Exam (100 pts.) -The final exam will be in a multiple-choice and short answer format. 
Autobiography Paper: Write a one-page Autobiography and submit it to Blackboard. (50 pts)
Quiz-Question and answer over the chapter's lesson and application in the classroom. (4 @ 50 pts)
Midterm- (50pts) The Midterm exam will be in a multiple-choice and short answer format over vocabulary and chapters 1-4.
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
