You will also be required to respond to classmates’ posts
each week.

3. Unit Exams (30%): There will be an exam at the end of each of our three course units. Each exam is worth
10% of your final grade. (No proctors required.)

4. Research Paper (25%): You will complete a major research paper over a piece of literature from the course
of your choice.

Late-Work Policy: **All assignments are due by 11:59 p.m. (Central Time) on the dates specified on
Blackboard. Please plan to accordingly.** Any assignment that is not submitted by the given due date and time
will be deducted 10 points for every 24-hour period that it is late, including holidays and weekends. Assignments
turned in less than 24-hours late will only be deducted 5 points. Weekly discussion boards have two deadlines;
points will be deducted according to this policy for each deadline. No assignments will be accepted more than 5
days late.

In the case of technical difficulties, email me immediately (before the deadline). If technical difficulties occur when
attempting to submit essays, please also attach a copy of the essay to your email to me. You will still be required to
re-submit essays on Blackboard with 24-hours of the technical difficulties being resolved to avoid late penalties.
