Attendance Requirements

WBUonline
Students are expected to participate in all required instructional activities in their courses. Course Requirements and Grading Criteria
This course will consist of 4 graded parts, for a total of approximately 550 points for the class:
1. Discussion Boards – Students will be required to respond to each question posted on the discussion board and also respond to at least two other student’s responses for each discussion board.  Some weeks there may only be one discussion question, some weeks may have as many as 2, but no more than 2, discussion questions.   Approximately  250 points total.
2. 8 Weekly Quizzes 25pts/each =  200 points.  
3. Other Diagnostic Assignments Possible
The University has a standard grade scale:
A = 90-100, B = 80-89, C = 70-79, D = 60-69, F= below 60, W = Withdrawal, WP = withdrew passing, WF = withdrew failing, I = incomplete. An incomplete may be given within the last two weeks of a long term, within the last week of an 8-week session, or within the last two days of a microterm to a student who is passing, but has not completed a term paper, examination, or other required work for reasons beyond the student’s control. A grade of “incomplete” is changed if the work required is completed prior to the last day of the next long 16-week term or 8-week session, unless the instructor designates an earlier date for completion.  If the work is not completed by the appropriate date, the I is converted to an F.

Student Grade Appeals
: Students shall have protection through orderly procedures against prejudices or capricious academic evaluation. A student who believes that he or she has not been held to realistic academic standards, just evaluation procedures, or appropriate grading, may appeal the final grade given in the course by using the student grade appeal process described in the Academic Catalog.
