COURSE OUTCOMES AND COMPETENCIES:  
Students will: 
• Demonstrate their understanding of the creative process, how artists perceive the world and the critical process of thinking about and making art.  
• Describe how visual literacy is developed through words and images, and how artists describe the world and think about visual conventions.  
• Identify the value of art and how it is received, the politics of art and how it relates to public space.  
• Identify the formal art elements and how they are used in works of art:  
• Identify the Principles of Design relating to works of art.
• Identify the fine arts media: Drawing, Printmaking processes, Painting, Photography, Time-based media, and Sculpture, through studies of specific artworks and artifacts.  
• Demonstrate their understanding of crafts as fine art, and the media and processes of craft.  
• Demonstrate their understanding of the vocabulary of art and art history.  
• List and describe movements in the history of art including the Arts and Craft Movement, Art Nouveau, Art Deco, Avant-Gardes, the Bauhaus, Modern and Post-Modern design. 
• Be able to place the Arts in historical context.
• Be able to identify artists and works of art in the historical contexts presented. 
• Demonstrate their understanding of the process of critical thinking with regards to appreciating works of art.

Exams  
There will be 8 quizzes. Each will cover the required reading material from our textbook.  There will be multiple choice, true/false, short answer, and essay questions. Each exam is worth up to 100 points.  
Graded Class Discussions  
Your participation in class discussion is an important aspect of your grade. The objective of this course is not for you to temporarily memorize terms and definitions. Class discussions are designed to help you apply what you learn and to give you a voice in the content of the course. Credit is given for useful contributions to discussions. Participating in the community that we build as a class and making use of that community to practice your skills in analyzing artwork is at the heart and soul of this course. Talk to us, ask us questions, be part of the discussion and benefit from the medium that we have chosen to learn in. When taking the quizzes and answering the Discussion Board questions, be sure to ground your answers/thoughts in the course materials, especially the text. 
Participation should happen on more than one day. Each discussion spans approximately 2
weeks. There are 4 discussions. Please see the course schedule for associated deadline.

There will be two written assignments for the course. They will each be worth up to 100 points.  The assignment prompt and instructions will be found in the individual lesson folders. Written assignments should be original and academic. The textbook is our primary source for this course.

You must be able to save word processing files in a .doc/.docx (Microsoft Word) or PDF file format. Other file types or links to papers are not acceptable. 

AI Generated Text and source usage:
All source text must be documented properly. If you use text from any source, you must make it absolutely clear that it is being quoted (or paraphrased) and where you got the text from. You must also cite any sources from which you retrieve facts. The use of ChatGPT or other AI composition software is not permitted for any answers including written assignments, discussion posts, or quiz responses. If you are unsure of what constitutes plagiarism, please ask. Plagiarism is a serious offense and will be handled according to the University's policies. (See academic policies on WBU website) Plagiarism can easily be avoided by using source material properly, citing sources and avoiding use of AI generated text.
