Case Analysis will require the student to evaluate a textbook case according to specified criteria. Case Critiques or a different case will occur the following week. The critique will include an analysis of a case submitted the prior week by another student. Quality of the case analysis and critique will be assessed according to a rubric provided (critique outline). [Remember for every case analyzed there is always room for improvement].
