If you can find additional time and energy to devote to this course (beyond the weekly requirements), I urge you to focus that time and energy on the major 250-point research assignment due at the end of the term. That assignment is the single largest component of your final grade; your time and efforts would be best invested—with regard to possible points earned—in that “25% of your grade” assignment.   
Writing Level    According to the Wayland catalog, the English department attempts “to provide training in the techniques and skills necessary to produce acceptable, effective written expression.”  All written work in this class must be college-level composition in order to receive a passing grade on the paper, regardless of content.  Point deduction for late assignments.
